Air Systems, Air Brakes & ABS

Components and operation of S-cam type drum brakes (W and Q+), used on Coaches.  Recommended service, maintenance and troubleshooting procedures and requirements of the U.S. DOT & CVSA brake adjustment and out-of-service criteria.


Also detailed will be the model specific ABS unit used (Wabco, Bendix or Eaton) to include component location / identification and system operation / adjustments.  Proper diagnostic and troubleshooting procedures used with and without electronic diagnostic devices
