FREQUENTLY ASKED ROADEO QUESTIONS & ANSWERS

-

. Q. Do I have to be on time for the competition?
A. Yes. Everyone is scheduled for a certain time and the schedule must be maintained. You must
report to the starter no later than 15 minutes prior to your start time.

. Q. Are you going to guide me through the course?
A. Yes. Before the competition begins, judges will walk you through the course and explain each
obstacle. You may ask questions at this time to assure your understanding.
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. Q. How are contestants’ numbers and time sequence selected?
A. By lottery drawing.

. Q. Will I be driving the same type of bus/van that I drive in my system?
A. You will be driving the vehicle provided by the host property:
35’ Gillig Phantom Buses or Ford Body on Chassis E450
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. Q. Can someone ride with me?
A. No. Only judges are allowed to accompany the driver during competition.
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. Q. Is my manager allowed to walk behind my bus when | am competing?
A. No. No one outside of Roadeo Officials and judges are allowed on the course while
the competition is in progress.
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. Q. Do I have to take the safety quiz?
A. Paratransit participants must take the safety quiz.

8. Q. Do I go through the defect bus?
A. Yes. All participants must go through the defect bus.

. Q. Do I get a personal appearance inspection?
A. Yes. All drivers are rated on personal appearance.

10. Q. Do I have to wear my badge or nameplate?
A. Only if it is part of your uniform.

11. Q. Can I wear sneakers?
A. Wear the same kind of shoes you wear when you operate passenger service at your system.

12. Q. Can I take off my jacket when | compete?
A. Yes. Make yourself comfortable.

13. Q. Does time on the course count?
A. Yes. The course time is 7 minutes. If you use more time, points are deducted for every second
over 7 minutes.

14. Q. Does smoothness of operation count?
A. Yes. You are rated on your overall handling of the vehicle throughout the course.

15. Q. Does speed count?
A. Your speed through the diminishing clearance obstacle must be a least 20 mph.

16. Q. Who is going to adjust my mirrors?
A. The judge will set both outside mirrors to your specification before you start the course.

17. Q. Do I have to use the horn and turn signals?
A. Yes. If you do not use your horn and/or turn signals you will lose points from the on-board
safety judge.

18. Q. Am I allowed to go outside the line of perimeter cones?
A. No. You must stay within the course lines. Each course marker or perimeter cone touched will
cause a penalty.

19. Q. If I touch the base of a cone, does it count against me?
A. Yes. Hitting or touching any portion of the cone counts as a hit and cause a penalty.

20. Q. If I hit the same cone twice do | lose double points?
A. No. Once charged with hitting a cone, you are not charged a penalty if you hit the same cone again.

21. Q. Do I lose points if | back up?
A. Yes. In all segments of the course except for the first backup in the left and right reverses, you
will lose points each time you reverse.

22. Q. If I do an obstacle in the wrong order am | penalized?
A. Yes. Points are deducted for each obstacle done in the wrong order. Any obstacle completely
missed or not attempted also has its full value deducted.

23. Q. How many prizes are awarded?
A. First, Second, & Third cash prizes are awarded in each category.

24. Q. Do you award dual prizes for a tie score?
A. Yes. We do not hold a tie breaker challenge.

25. Q Will there be transportation from the hotel to the Roadeo site?
A. Yes. Buses will make several runs between the roadeo site and the hotel throughout the day.

26. Q. Will there be refreshments/lunch?
A. Yes. Continental breakfast and lunch will be provided. Cold beverages will be available
throughout the day.

27. Q. Can I bring my family?
A. Yes. All are invited to come and enjoy the festivities and competition.

From Points North (Harrisburg):
Take 1-83 south to Exit 18, Mount Rose Avenue. At the exit, turn left onto Mount Rose Avenue (Route 124
East). Proceed for 1 mile to the resort located on the right.

From Points South (Baltimore):
Take 1-83 north to Exit 18, Mount Rose Avenue. Off the exit bear to the right and proceed for 1 mile to the
resort located on the right.

From Points West (Gettysburg):
Take Route 30 East to 1-83 South. Follow 1-83 South to Exit 18, Mount Rose Avenue. At the exit traffic light,
turn left onto Mount Rose Avenue (Route 124 East). Proceed for 1 mile to the resort located on the right.

Or
Take Route 30 East and continue to the Memory Lane exit. Off the exit bear right and continue through 5 traffic
lights to Prospect Road (Route 124 East). Turn left and proceed east for 1 mile to the resort the right.

From Points East (Lancaster):

Take Route 30 West to Columbia/York. Follow Route 30 West to the Mount Zion Road exit. Take the Mount
Zion Road exit to the traffic light. At the traffic light turn left and continue south approximately 2 miles (7
traffic lights) to Prospect Road (Route 124 West). Turn right, proceed for 1/4 mile to the resort located on the
left.
